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Principal’s Report

The international financial crisis and economic
depression are the inescapable context in
which we currently operate. LMH’s financial
endowments have not been immune to the
fall of equity and other investment values.
They were over 10% lower at the end of the
financial year on 31 July 2008 than they were
a year earlier. This squeezes our operating
position for 2008-09 because we take 4%

at most of the value of our investments

as income. Of course since 31 July our
endowment has fallen further. The financial
environment is very tough and it will be hard
to avoid an operating deficit in the 2008-09
financial year.

Not all is gloom, however. We are long-term investors and
expect sooner or later to ride the storm. We have not lost
any money on deposit, nor had any frozen. Moreover,

all of the magnificent sum of £2,333,448 received from
generous donors in 2007-08 for the new buildings has
been spent immediately, without any depreciation in
value, on student accommodation and facilities that will
generate new income as soon as they open.

Undergraduate performance in finals was mixed. Many
students excelled in summer 2008, as the table on p.4
demonstrates, and many more did very well and
achieved their potential. It is disappointing that in
aggregate the results were not competitive, and left us
trailing in the Norrington table. We expect this coming
year to do better. It is a pleasure to see how successfully
most students combine academic ambition and
achievement with notable development in the arts, or
sport, or volunteering, and more generally as rounded
individuals.

The appointment of our second tutorial Fellow in
Biological Sciences from October 2008 further
implements our decision to strengthen science provision
by having at least two senior academic appointments in
each subject. LMH has also appointed tutorial Fellows in

Frances Lannon

Law and Economics to provide crucial academic
leadership and expert teaching in those subjects, even
though the University side of these appointments is
currently frozen. Similarly, where further joint posts in
Law and Philosophy are also frozen, expert teaching has
been put in place through the appointment of
stipendiary College lecturers. In other words, LMH is
choosing to build in high-level teaching resource.

Where graduate studies are concerned, the strategy
- as explained more fully by the Tutor for Graduates on
p.6 — has been to introduce new graduate scholarships,
beginning October 2008, and to continue the planning
preparations for additional accommodation and a new
Graduate Centre which will make LMH a College of
choice for outstanding graduate applicants. It is
gratifying to see the excellent academic performance
of many students on both postgraduate taught courses
and doctoral programmes.

We remain very much on track with our overall
strategy of developing human resources, finances, and
the extraordinary site that LMH is privileged to occupy
to provide an exceptional education for undergraduate
and graduate students, and to attract to the College
outstanding student applicants, academics, and
support staff.

In 2007-08 three important new steps were taken in
the complex partnership between Oxford University
and its 38 Colleges. The recommendations of a recent
report on Joint Planning and Decision-Making began to
be implemented. These enable the Colleges collectively
both to act more swiftly and to integrate their processes
better with those of the University. Secondly, methods
were agreed to allocate public funding streams
between the University and the Colleges, and then
between the Colleges. Finally, an ambitious joint
fundraising Campaign was launched, bringing together
the University and the Colleges for the first time, with
Dame Vivien Duffield, Honorary Fellow of LMH, as Chair
of the Campaign.

LMH strongly backs all of these initiatives, and the
continuing commitment to excellent, properly
resourced research, teaching and learning that they
support.

Buildings Update

Lady Margaret Hall has always
been proud of its gardens and
grounds. Since February 2008
around 20% of the LMH site has
been cordoned off to allow the
construction of the first new
building at the College for over
30 years. Slowly through the
year the concrete skeleton of
the structure has been rising
up from behind the hoarding
and now it is impossible to miss,
creating a new skyline for LMH
and representing a new era for
the College.

The design and consultations for the
building have taken several years. When it's
finished it will be 3 storeys high (apart from
a single pair of rooms on the fourth floor)
with over 2000 square metres of internal
floor area. It will include 64 student study
bedrooms, a 140 seat raked lecture theatre,
a flexible space to be used as meeting/
teaching rooms or dining and reception
with a kitchen to go with it, a new JCR, and
a flat for a member of staff. The expected

construction time is 70 weeks with handover

to the College in Autumn 2009.

Since the start of the project there have
been no end of activities behind the new
fence in our gardens. For months the work
was entirely hidden as subcontractors
diligently worked to get the building ‘out of
the ground: First and foremost there was the
demolition of bike sheds and the old Mews
buildings, then the footprint of the building
had to be cleared and prepared. This part of
the work was particularly painstaking since
the location that the building occupies has
been many things over the last century.

There were still a mass of pipes, ducts,
cables, gas supplies and even oil tanks to
negotiate as well as the main trunk lines for
all of the College's phones and IT services,
which needed to be diverted.

Next, the routes for new underground
services in and out were created. By April
work was ready to begin on the deep
underground concrete columns (or piles)
that support the building. Nearly 80 of
them were formed over a 5 week period by
an enormous corkscrew which was taller
than any of our existing buildings.

With the concrete ground floor slabs
poured on top of the piles, the building
was now ‘out of the ground' (by a few
inches) and the part of the project with
the most unknowns was complete. From
here progress has been notably faster and
more visible. Throughout the summer
and autumn work has continued on the
reinforced concrete frame and now with
roof trusses in place that too is complete.

Since returning to the College in
October students have also been able to
watch work on the walls begin with steel
frameworks and insulation almost all now
in place and the brickwork catching up. At
last we can begin to get a feeling for the
size and shape of the building as well as an
inkling of what the College will feel like in
the future as new aspects emerge and new
quads replace the some of the old spaces.

Having said that, there are still some
huge tasks to complete. There are

hundreds of thousands of bricks to lay,
thousands of roof tiles, nearly 100 windows,
and several tonnes of stone to put in place -
and that's just for the outside of the building.
Inside there are miles of cables as well as a
whole new electricity substation to squeeze
onto the site. With under-floor heating, solar
water heaters, and en suite facilities in every
room we expect the plumbers to be busy

as well.

With the finishing trades due in at the end
of the academic year to complete ceilings
and walls, joinery, furnishings, decorations,
signage, and other specialist work, we
confidently anticipate having the building
ready for the start of the academic year
2009-10. The first student occupants will be
welcomed in at the beginning of October.

Graduate
Studies

During the past year there have been
exciting developments for Graduates

at LMH. The 2007 report noted that
scholarships and accommodation were
key in attracting the very best Graduates.
In response to this the College has
invested significantly in Graduate Studies
by beginning to roll out a programme of
Graduate Scholarships. At the beginning
of the 08/09 academic year 15 new
Graduate Scholars took up awards. Four
of those awards already existed, but the
rest are all new this year, including the
Gavin Cameron Scholarship in Economics,
5 Anwyl Burton Graduate Scholarships,
an Isobel Powell Graduate Scholarship in
Medicine and Life Sciences, a Canadian
Studies Graduate Scholarship, and one-
year awards to the best applicants in each
division (one Scholar was unable to take
up the award). When the programme has
rolled out fully, almost one in five of the
College’s Graduate population will hold a
College Award. On the accommodation
side, the plans for a Graduate Centre
have moved forward by continuing to
refine the design in consultation with

the students. These developments have
already had a very positive effect on the
atmosphere in the Graduate community.

The academic achievements of the Graduates should
also be celebrated. Of those on examined courses, just
over 20 per cent achieved a Distinction, there have been
a good number of outstanding doctoral theses, Graduates
have given papers at international conferences and their
publications are for the first time also included in this
report.

Ten years ago, in 1997, only 37 Graduates were
admitted, reflecting the modest place of Graduate Studies
in the College and the University at that point. This year
107 (somewhat over our target of 100) were admitted
taking the Graduate population to just under a third of the
total student population in College. They are now a very
prominent part of the College community, which will be
recognised, and enhanced, if we manage to complete the
new Graduate Centre, perhaps even as early as 2011.

Liturgy and Architecture

The close study of a building reveals

an enormous amount about those
who occupy it and the activities that
take place there. This is true of the
houses of our friends and how they
arrange the spaces for daily living and
for entertaining, and it is equally true of
Colleges and of churches. The design of
the new buildings for LMH began with
a close analysis of our purposes and
our vision for the future; the design of
churches likewise does not just happen
by the application of a template, it
responds to economic and social factors,
and above all to the way we go about

our worship and our own vision of the
kingdom of God.
Usually writers on the liturgy, will say
something about how and where it is
celebrated, and anyone writing about
ecclesiastical architecture, or for that
matter church archaeology, will have
to say something about the liturgy,
but it is not always appropriate for a
detailed study in that specific context.
When the study is extended, the
results can be magnificent, for example
Thomas Mathew’s‘An Early Roman
Chancel Arrangement and its Liturgical
Functions'(1962), but not everyone has
immediate access to the journal Revista
di Archeologia Cristiana, though the
article has recently been made more
widely available in Ashgate’s Variorum
series. Another splendid, and accessible,
example is Mainstone’s integrative work
on the liturgy and architecture of Hagia
Sophia. For the most part, however, the
material is specialist research in one of
these circumscribed areas, restricted in its
time span and geographical reach, and
using material or making observations
relevant to another specialist subject.
There are many works that address
aspects of the history of the worship of
the church and the development of its
architecture, but none has attempted
the full narrative sweep of these two
in combination across the Christian
era. In my recent book, Liturgy and
Architecture, | brought together a swathe
of the marvellous material relating to the

As a undergraduate at St Hilda's |
developed an interest in eighteenth
century poetry outside the then
recognised canon of Swift, Pope and
Johnson. In 1999 | co-edited Eighteenth-

Anthology (Blackwell, 1999, second
edition 2003), a large edition which
helped to make poems by less familiar
poets such as the labouring class writers
Mary Leapor, Mary Collier and Anne
Yearsely (a kitchen maid, washerwoman
and milkmaid respectively) readily
available to readers. As a follow-up from
this edition | edited A Companion to
Eighteenth Century Poetry (Blackwell,
2006), containing over forty essays
discussing and contextualising
eighteenth century poetry. | have
recently completed two articles on
eighteenth century women'’s poetry,
one on poetic form and gender (did
women do it differently?) and one on
the relationship between women, the
countryside and the city. My major
task at present is the completion of

Stratospheric Waves
and Climate

Throughout my research over the past
37 years, | have tried to gain a better
understanding of the physical processes
that determine the large-scale wind,
temperature and chemical structures of
the stratosphere. The stratosphere is the
part of the Earth's atmosphere between
altitudes of about 10 and 50 km: it lies
above the ‘weather’but contains the

the first two volumes of The Complete
Correspondence of Samuel Richardson
for Cambridge University Press.
Samuel Richardson was the author

of some of the most important (and
longest!) novels of the eighteenth
century, including Pamela (1741)

and Clarissa (1748), both of which
comprise a series of letters between
different fictional characters. Letter
writing was enormously important to
Richardson himself and there remain
approximately 2,000 manuscript
letters (many in the Victoria and

Albert Museum), only a small fraction
of which have ever been published.
The Complete Correspondence, a
project involving scholars in the US,
Canada and the UK, involves complex
databases and scientific technology to
decipher original text under numerous
manuscript deletions. | was recruited
to the task because | had already
transcribed a sizable portion of the
correspondence when preparing

a literary biography of Richardson’s
friend and earliest correspondent,
Aaron Hill (Aaron Hill: The Muses'

so-called ‘ozone layer’ Before the advent
of satellite-based measurements in the
1970s, very little information on the
stratosphere was available: however,
we now have large quantities of
stratospheric data, and rapid advances in
understanding are being made.

| mostly work on mathematical
models of stratospheric flows, and am
particularly interested in the rich variety
of fluid wave motions that occur there.
These waves are cousins of the familiar
water waves in the ocean — involving
fluctuations of the fluid velocity, pressure,
etc — but unlike water waves (which just
travel across the ocean surface) they are
free to propagate vertically as well as
horizontally. These waves are not just a
curiosity: they can transmit ‘information’
over thousands of kilometres and, by
complex nonlinear processes, can drive
massive global-scale circulations that
carry chemical pollutants from one part
of the world to another.

I am lucky to work in Oxford’s
subdepartment of Atmospheric,

Projector, 1688-1750 OUP, 2003). The
first two volumes of the Richardson
Complete Correspondence contain
some fascinating exchanges between
Richardson and Hill's three writing
daughters, Astrea, Urania and Minerva,
on the early drafts of Pamela and
Clarissa. Urania submitted her novel
‘Almira’to Richardson for revision and
comment. The text of this novel, for
many years presumed lost, has recently
been discovered, and | hope to edit this
for publication. My next large project
will be a study of literature in the reign
of George | (1714-1727), a period

which witnessed major economic
turbulence (the credit collapse of the
South Sea Bubble in 1720) as well as the
innovation of new literary marketplaces
and literary forms, particularly the novel.

Oceanic and Planetary Physics
alongside colleagues who are experts
in designing instruments for observing
the stratosphere from space, and in
processing the resulting data. Other
colleagues work with highly complex
computer models of the atmosphere.
My own role has been to try to use the
vast quantities of data from instruments
and computer models to probe the
underlying physical and dynamical
processes at work in the stratosphere.

In the past few years my interests
have expanded a little — in keeping with
the times! — to include some aspects
of the urgent and exciting problem
of forecasting the future climate. | am
currently working with colleagues on a
theoretical investigation of some very
simple climate models. These simple
models are used to extend the forecasts
by the ‘top-of-the-range’ models (which
currently predict the climate up to about
the year 2100) into the 22nd century
and beyond, and it is important that we
fully understand their characteristics.
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Financial Report

This is my first report on the finances of the College
since taking over from Mark Robson as Treasurer in
January 2008. | am grateful to him for handing over
to me an operation in good working order and to
all my new colleagues for making me so welcome
and for patiently helping me understand how the
College works, particularly as part of the wider
Collegiate University.

The financial year 2007/08 has proved to be a mixed one with
a sound performance in our Income and Expenditure account
overshadowed by a fall in the value of the College’s endowments.
Before explaining the finances in more detail, | should take a
moment to explain a change we have made to our accounting
policies. Elsewhere in this Report is explained the generosity of our
donors in funding our new buildings. Donations specifically for new
buildings are now treated as deferred capital and taken straight to
the Funds of the College and do not pass through the Income and
Expenditure Account. This deferred capital will be released to income
over the same period as the related asset is depreciated. Comparative
figures for 2006/07 have been amended accordingly. Unrestricted
donations continue to be credited to the Income and Expenditure
Account on receipt, and donations for permanent endowment to
Endowments in Total Funds.

Financial Review

Turning to financial performance, the Income and Expenditure
Account shows a surplus of £966,000 (2006/07: £700,000). This
includes unrestricted donations allocated by Governing Body to

new buildings of £678,000 (2006/07: £760,000), which means that
the underlying picture shows a surplus before such donations of
£288,000 (2006/07: £60,000 deficit). This picture is a good one and
meets the College’s self imposed target of an underlying surplus of at
least £150,000 to allow funds for refurbishment of College property.

Overall income increased by 3.7% to £7,075,000. Academic fees
and tuition income grew by 12.4%, helped by higher public funding
and a greater number of overseas students; unfortunately this
growth will not continue. Residential income from College members
fell back slightly. Conference and function income held steady
despite tougher economic times. Grants and donations include
£678,000 previously mentioned as being allocated to new buildings
as well as £207,000 used for the general running of the College.
Endowment return of £981,000 (2006/07: £814,000) was higher as we
were able to align more of our expenditure to the purposes of our
specific endowments.

Overall expenditure at £6,109,000 (2006/07: £6,120,000) actually
fell a fraction, which represents excellent performance driven by a
tight focus on expenditure and helped by savings resulting from the
unavoidable length of time it took to replace some senior academic
staff on retirement or departure.

[tis instructive to look at the College’s financial position before
taking into account income from endowment and donations. If this
income is excluded, the College’s income was £5,209.000 which
leaves a shortfall of £900,000 after total expenditure of £6,109,000.
This structural position is significant and | shall return to this point
when | look ahead to the next few years.

Although we achieved our best result on the Income and
Expenditure Account for a number of years, this result was
overshadowed by the fall in the value of our Endowments, which
meant that the College’s Total Funds fell by 2.4% to £37,034,000,
following several years of strong growth. This fall would have been
even greater but for successful fund raising of new buildings and for
new endowments of £728,000.

Despite our best efforts at diversification by asset class, geography
and investments style, endowment asset investments depreciated
by £3,399,000, a fall of 11.5% on the opening value of endowments.
And since our year end on 31 July 2008, financial markets have fallen
sharply such that our endowments are valued at £21,653,000 at 30
November 2008. The College has always taken the view that it is a
(veryl) long-term investor. The Investment Committee remains of
the view that there are opportunities to improve the value of our
endowments, although we may have to be patient. It is sobering
that the broad consensus within the Collegiate University on the
levels of endowment a College need to operate comfortably
are some £10-12m higher than our current level for a College of
our size.

Investing in our future

Construction work on the new building started in February 2008
with the aim of having students live in from Michaelmas Term 2009.
The importance of this building to the College and progress on its
construction is covered elsewhere in this Report so let me just say a
few words about the finances of the building. Due to the generosity
of a number of donors and the loan facility we have with our banker,
Barclays, we have more than sufficient funds to complete the
construction. The loan facility has been agreed at interest rates which
look attractive compared to those we would be able to negotiate in
today’s tough environment for borrowing money even though the
College is considered a good credit risk. With the additional rents
from students and from extra conference business, we expect the
long-term financial returns from this building to be on par with those
we expect from our endowments.

Outside the new building, we have continued to improve the
quality of existing buildings and rooms for both students and
academics. In 2007/08 our capital and revenue expenditure on major
works came to £945,000 (2006/07: £968,000) covering inter alia the
refurbishment of 10 Fyfield Road to provide four good quality flats
for tutorial fellows and the building of a new maintenance workshop
necessitated by the new undergraduate building. In the summer
around 40 rooms in Wolfson West and Deneke East were refurbished
and refurnished. Our IT infrastructure continued to be enhanced
so that our networks are faster and more secure and that wireless
connectivity covered more of the College site.

Our core educational mission applies to our support staff as
well as it does to our students and academic staff. Our range of HR
policies and procedures continues to be extended and improved,
in particular with the introduction of a training and development
policy. Our staff have attended courses on team leadership, have
improved horticultural skills and learnt about more efficient lighting
systems. All these examples help us deliver a better experience for
the students as well as develop the individual staff members. Our
work on using the Investors in People standard continues and we
hope to become an accredited employer in 2009.

Looking ahead

In last year’s Financial Report my predecessor flagged that ‘the
next few years will be particularly financially challenging’ That has
become even more the case as our lower endowments means
that we shall have less income from endowments to cover our
expenditure.

In the current financial year we expect to see a sizeable increase
in our structural shortfall to around £1,400,000 (2007/08: £900,000).
This results from lower growth in academic income from public
funding, having a full complement of tutorial fellows, the final year
of a major, national increase in academic and academic-related
pay and sharp cost inflation in utilities and food, all offset by
moderation in our discretionary premises and IT spend.

To cover this shortfall Governing Body has agreed to recognise
a 4% return on endowment for spending, albeit on lower
endowment funds, which level should still enable us to maintain
the real value of endowments over the long term. This higher
endowment return, together with the usual level of general
purpose donations, should enable us to just cover our expected
expenditure, but not leave us with any surplus.

Beyond this current year, some of the factors driving growth
in expenditure should moderate, but we may be faced with a
situation in which cost inflation exceeds income inflation over the
medium term. If the financial markets do not recover significantly
over the next two or three years, we may have to make some
hard choices as how much and where we spend our money.

The strategic planning exercise currently under way will help us
understand and make those choices.

If this outlook sounds gloomy, then let us remember that the
College has survived and indeed continued to grow through
other challenging economic times and periods of great change.
There is a shared willingness to grasp the issues and | am sure that
the College will continue to go from strength to strength.

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Fundraising Activity 2007-08

Donations in the year ending 31 July 2008 totalled
£3,299,082 (2006-07:£2,043,004), the first time that
the 3 million mark has been reached. Over £5 million
has been raised in the last two years, compared with
the previous £5 million which took five years.

The New Building Project attracted most
donations in 2007-8, both in numbers of
gifts and in income received. The year's
receipts included the magnificent lead gift
of £1 million from Neil Simpkins, and, in
April, the first instalment of another gift of
£1 million, from the will of the late Betty
Partridge. The wide range of donations,
at different levels and from all age groups
is hugely encouraging. These have come
as a response to the phone campaign,
regular mailings during the year, individual
meetings and other initiatives, such as
that led by Jo Andrews across her 1974
contemporaries, to raise £10,000 for the
year to name one of the archways in the
Undergraduate Building colonnade facing
Fyfield Road.

Our project is the biggest that LMH has
undertaken in the last 40 years.

We sincerely hope that many more will be
able to contribute whatever they feel is
possible towards realising the work in full.
Our campaign continues.

The overall total to date for the new
buildings (donations received plus future
pledged sums) is £4.33 million towards the
£10 million needed for the first phase, the
undergraduate building. Our sincere thanks
are due to all our contributors for helping
up get to this point.

reached the bricklaying stage and held a
ceremony to put in place the foundation
stone that we had unveiled at the Gaudy in
June.

The present economic climate has
inevitably had an effect on fundraising, as
on other aspects of the College’s finances.
However, since our fundraising priority for the
last 18 months has been the new buildings,
every penny that has been donated for this
has been allocated and spent on the project,
with the tangible results for all to see. The
investment of these donations in physical
rather than financial assets, is, as it happens,
a very good use of the generous support of
our donors in this period. Furthermore there
will be an income stream, from student rents
and conference fees, once the first phase
undergraduate building opens in October.
We still have a long road to travel to raise
funds for the entire project, including the
Graduate Centre, Porters Lodge and new
front entrance in phase two.

The building programme provides a
wide range of naming opportunities for us
to recognise publicly the generosity of our
donors, at all levels of support, including
buildings, rooms, archways, and theatre seats.
To date, for this first phase, 32 of the 140
theatre seats are already named, as are 14 of
the 64 study bedrooms. There will be further
opportunities in the second phase. These are
in addition to the existing opportunities for
naming Fellowships, Bursaries or prizes, or for
recognising support for student activity in
sport, the arts and music, the Choir, drama,
- in short in most of the things that make up
the community of Lady Margaret Hall.

During the year the £1.25 billion
Campaign for the University of Oxford was
launched. Honorary Fellow and Advisory
Council member Dame Vivien Duffield is the
Chair of the Campaign and we are delighted
that she has taken on this role for the
advancement of the Collegiate University.

Housekeeping

LMH has a substantial group of people
working together in its Housekeeping
Department. Nominally their function is to
keep the house, or houses, in good order.
But that belies most of their real impact

at Lady Margaret Hall, which is as least as
much to do with people, relationships
and connections as any other part of our
community is.

Each October the team can look
forward to the patter of 350 tiny feet in
the corridors as 175 new students take up
residence on campus, joining their 200
more experienced siblings in the fold. They
are present during those first crucial hours
as students move in, making their mark
on an empty room, finding space in the
communal kitchen for the ingredients of
their maiden Spag Bol. They're also there
during the first formative days helping
them to find their feet, arranging to meet
them and set up room cleaning times,
mindful of the parents'hushed request:
“You will look after them, won't you?”
They're around day in, day out to keep the
place ship shape, straighten out, pick up.
Our handymen are also there, building
relationships as they fix, mend, repair or
replace items over a one or two, three or
four year stay.

Some of our Scouts, as they are known,
have been through this routine dozens
of times, seeing literally thousands of
students come and go. They've seen
prospective Fellows as well as students
hover preparing for interviews, they've

seen support staff colleagues come and
go, marriages in the Chapel, films in

the gardens, arrivals, departures, tearful
graduation ceremonies and cheerful
reunions.

Through all of these comings and
goings, it's quietly accepted that the
standard Job Description is inadequate.
It fails to cover ironing shirts for fretful
admissions candidates; it doesn't include
7am alarm calls on the day of that critical
exam; there's no mention of finding an
extra corner for all the things that won't
quite fit in the trunk over the summer...

Interestingly, but perhaps not
surprisingly, real bonds develop in this
home from home environment. It's
common for those students returning
to residence maybe after a year abroad
honing their Modern Language skills, to
seek out their Scout from the year before,
say hello, sit down and catch up.

And as the last suitcase is crammed
into the already overloaded car and
heads off for the summer vac, our team
gets down to the challenging task of
turning around the rooms just vacated by
hundreds of undergraduate students after
a year's residence for the first of our other
summer visitors — usually alumni and
summer school students; different types
of familiar faces.

There will be postcards and notes
throughout the summer though as well as
the occasional visit because after a while
this place really does feel like home, and
these people really do feel like family, and
although there may be some testing times
along the way, these relationships really
are important.
