Lady Margaret Hall




Lynda Grier [1880-1967], educational administrator was Principal of Lady Margaret Hall from 1921-1945. Her papers include correspondence with Sir Michael Sadler about economic policy and the General Strike, letters concerning her visit to China in 1947 on behalf of the British Council and an unpublished typescript about her life.
